
How to access and use Disqus

Step 1 - Go to chcymru.org.uk and Log in

If you do not have a log in, you can create an
account here. Having an account also means that you
will be able to subscribe to our mailing lists, register
for free events (SDGs, spotlight sessions, webinars)
and book on to paid events such as conferences and
training. Please note that accounts will need to be
validated by a member of the CHC team and this
process may take up to 24 hours.
If your email address isn’t recognised, it may be that
you created an account on our old site. As user
information was not transferred to the current website
due to GDPR considerations, you will need to create a
new account.

Step 2. Once logged in, head to the page you want to interact with. You will then get a
notification from Disqus that includes their Terms of Service, Privacy Policy and Data
Sharing policy. You will only need to do this once.

Step 3. Once you have accepted these terms, you are ready to start sharing your
questions, thoughts and ideas with colleagues in other housing associations.



When you post comments, your username will appear on the top right of the comments
box. You can also share images and links, but note that  file sharing is not supported on
Disqus. If you have a resource that you feel might be useful for others in the sector to see,
please email memberservices@chcymru.org.uk and we will help circulate it via the
appropriate channels.

You will also be able to subscribe to the discussion board by clicking the icon on the bottom
left of the page so you are notified when new comments are posted.

We want to ensure these boards are a safe and constructive space, so please be mindful of
the rules of conduct when you post your comments.
